
Resolutions Process – Annual MeetingVoting shall be done by ballot. Voting is restricted to registered Association Representatives
Resolutions are presented during a specified time on meeting agenda.



Resolutions Committee Chairperson asks submitting Association/or presenter to read the resolution. Chairperson calls for a seconder. Floor is open for all participants to speak to resolution. Speakers should alternate for and against. A person can only speak once to a resolution with the exception of the mover who has the right to give a concluding comment.
At the conclusion, the Board of Directors may provide points to consider on the resolution through the Chair of the Committee.
Resolution is written according to guidelines and including a mover and seconder, relevant background information, contact name and address

Ontario 4-H Council Resolutions Committee reviews all resolutions for clarity and appropriateness
All resolutions will be considered for action at a future Council Board of Directors meeting
Resolution is either accepted or defeated
Resolution is received by the Ontario 4-H Council 120 days in advance of the Annual Meeting
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
